 Each week you see parishioners taking Communion 
(Jesus) to other parishioners who are sick or unable to 
come to Mass because of disability or illness.  This is a 
noble and caring ministry to do, even if you are not for-
mally part of the Visitation Ministry you may stil l take 
it to a neighbor or family member.  
 Please know that anyone can do this as long as you 
are a Baptized Catholic and respectfully understand  
that this is truly the Body of Christ you go forth with.  
 To take Communion, please stop by the Vestry or 
ask a staff member to show you where you can obtain a 
‘pyx’ in which to carry the Consecrated Host. Before 
Mass, on the Offertory Table in the Annex, you place an 
unconsecrated host in the pyx then place it in the bas-
ket. It is then presented in the Offertory procession and 
is consecrated during the Mass. At the close of Mass, 
Nancy will invite you forward to retrieve your pyx. Be 
sure you take the one you placed in the basket, because 
some have more than one in it.
