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2008-2009 Budget Update 
 On August 5, Parish Pastoral Council voted to 
approve the 2008-2009 Budget that Finance Coun-
cil proposed.  The Budget approved is actually a 
Defici t  Budget . 
 You will notice a change in this week’s Finance 
Report.  “ Parish Need”  is changed to what the 
Budget actually needs in plate collections each 
week to make this budget.  It is a sizeable request 
that challenges all of us to be as generous as possi-
ble to support the Parish’s ministries and responsi-
bilities.  We are also reporting the true parish need, 
that is, what is required to operate on a balanced 
budget.   
 As you know, plate collections decreased sig-
nificantly over the past year.  There are several rea-
sons for this, including the Leadership changes we 
experienced over the past year, the closing of Good 
Shepherd School, and the effects of the downturn 
in the economy on our parishioners.   

As plate collections decreased, expenses have 
indeed risen.  Diocesan bills, salaries, benefits, and 
heating and air-conditioning, to name a few, have 
all increased.  Expenses previously shared with 
Monroe County Catholic Schools are now entirely 
ours.  Last year’s reduction in staff hours has our 
current staff working at 150%, an injustice that can-
not continue.  We have adjusted the air condition-
ing in the chapel in an attempt to save on our 
RG&E bills and w ill also lower the heat in winter, 
keeping the Chapel doors closed as well.  Staff 
members have looked at each and every program 
and budgets have been trimmed.  We consistently 
try to be good stewards of your treasure. 

With this deficit budget, we project expenses to 
outpace income by $63,693!  This would mean that 
the parish would need to utilize our savings ac-
count to make up for this deficit — an unwise 
practice.  Approving this deficit budget was an ex-
tremely difficult decision for both Finance Council 
and Parish Council.  We know that your Steward-
ship commitment reflects prayerful consideration 
of sharing.   

As we continue to look at ways to increase 
Stewardship giving,  generate additional sources of 
revenue and reduce expenses, we ask that you con-
tinue to keep us in your prayers.  If you have any 
ideas or questions, please let us know.  Jean Brown 
and Nancy are always open to your suggestions!
