2008-2009 Budget Update 
 On Aug 5, your Parish Pastoral Council voted 
to approve a Defici t  Budget  for 2008-2009 that the 
Finance Council proposed.   
 N.B: There is a change in the Finance Report:  
“ Actual Parish Need”  is now what is required to op-
erate a Balanced budget .  “ Parish Deficit Budget”  
now refers to the Defici t  budget .  This is a sizeable 
reality that challenges all of us to be as generous as 
possible to support the Parish’s ministries & re-
sponsibilities.   
 Plate collections decreased significantly over 
the past year.  There may be several reasons, in-
cluding Leadership changes over the past year,   
Good Shepherd School closing, and the effects of 
the economy on our parishioners.   

As plate collections decreased, expenses have 
risen.  Diocesan bills, salaries, benefits, heating &  
air-conditioning, to name a few, have all in-
creased.  Expenses previously shared w ith Monroe 
County Catholic Schools are now entirely ours.  
Last year’s reduction in staff hours has our current 
staff working at 150%, an injustice that cannot con-
tinue.  We have adjusted air conditioning in the 
chapel to save on our RG&E bills and w il l also 
lower the heat in w inter, keeping Chapel doors 
closed as well.  Staff has looked at every program;  
budgets are bare-bones.  We consistently try to be 
good stewards of your treasure. 

With this deficit budget, we project expenses to 
outpace income by $63,693!  This means that the 
parish would need to utilize our savings account 
to make up for this deficit—an unwise practice!  
Approving this deficit budget was an extremely 
difficult decision for Finance Council and Parish 
Council, and was not unanimous.  We know that 
your Stewardship commitment reflects prayerful 
consideration of sharing.   

As we continue to look at ways to increase 
Stewardship giving,  generate additional sources 
of revenue and reduce expenses, we ask that you 
continue to keep us in your prayers.

Welcome, ‘Leary Annex’! 
 

 As Nancy mentioned at last weekend’s 
liturgies, a contract has been signed between 
Rush-Henrietta Central Schools and Good Shep-
herd.  Rush-Henrietta will be leasing a portion 
of our school building for at least two years, us-
ing some classrooms for Leary kindergarten stu-
dents and the district’s administrative staff.  This 
deal is a benefit for both parties with RH facing 
space constraints at Leary while Good Shepherd 
was dealing with the loss of a tenant in the 
school building.  The income from this lease will 
assist in offsetting some of the ongoing expenses 
of maintaining the building while at the same 
time enable us to continue using the building for 
our many ministries, including the Christian 
Formation Program.  Please note:   the income 
from this agreement  was ant icipated and al -
ready included in the 2008-2009 budget .  Wi th-
out  this agreement , our defici t  would have been 
signi fi cant ly higher.
