Some of you already know Fr. Jerry as he has been the
sacramental minister this year for Guardian Angels. He is a
retired priest who is a part-time active sacramental minister.

Fr. Bob is an active priest who will be our full-time
sacramental minister. Fr. Bob will be living in St. Joseph’s
Rectory and will have an office there. Fr. Jerry lives in his
own home, but is available whenever needed.

Fr. Jerry and Fr. Bob will be alternating daily and weekend
Masses so that you will get to know them.

My central office will be in the Good Shepherd office
building, but | will have an office at St. Joseph’s as well. | will
be using the office along side the Rectory. It is accessible
from the front of the Rectory to assure privacy and confiden-
tiality. | will be there on Wednesdays and frequently on
Saturdays before Mass and Sunday after Mass if people need
to speak to me. | am in the process of moving offices now. It
will take a little before | am totally settled, but please do not
hesitate to call for an appointment — or just drop in.

All three offices will be open except on Friday, although
final office hours have not yet been completely determined.
For now — the hours will remain the same at each site.

My church ministry began at Transfiguration
Church as a Religious Ed Administrator and
ended as Pastoral Associate. My 15 years there
were filled with much joy and many friendships. | was
appointed as Temporary Administrator at St. Agnes Church
in Avon in November 2000, shortly after the death of their
pastor at the time, Fr. Ron Harley. | remained at St. Agnes as
their Pastoral Administrator for 6 years, and made the move
to Guardian Angels after much prayer and searching and
have completed my four year term at Guardian Angels.

The men
and women who have served on the staffs of all three
parishes are joining me as the new staff of the Rush
Henrietta Catholic Community.

RHCC Social Ministry Committee News: Members of the
Social Ministry groups from Guardian Angels, Good Shepherd
and St. Joseph’s have been meeting together for the past
year with the goal of unifying our programs and expanding
our outreach efforts. These three parish-based groups have
now become one committee — the Rush Henrietta Catholic
Community Social Ministry Committee.

At our monthly meetings, we will plan activities that
will be common to all three worship sites. The actual
implementation of the projects will occur at each parish site,
so that collections and volunteer opportunities are both
consistent and convenient for parishioners.

The role of a social ministry committee, in response to
Jesus’ command to care for the poor, is to focus attention on
areas of need in society. This may take many forms. Some-
times it involves collecting food, clothing, or school
supplies. At other times, it challenges us to seek deeper
understanding of legislation that does not respect the
common good of all persons.

This year we will center attention on three
themes: Maintaining dignity for persons living in poverty,
Respect for All Life, and Faithful Citizenship. Upcoming
bulletin articles will describe these themes more fully and
outline ways in which we all can become involved in making
them more present in our world.
