From Barb:  
 As you read this, I will be in Booneville,      
Kentucky with women from all three parishes. I 
know some of you are saying ς what... has she 
lost her mind?!  We will be working at Holy Family 
Catholic Church. Well ς not exactly working.  We 
are on a High Seas Adventure with the Group  
Vacation Bible School.  So τ although we are 
tired at the end of the day τ it really is a lot of 
fun.  We pick the children up, feed them breakfast 
and lunch, and talk to them about our Lord.  
Many of them have never heard about God or 
Jesus before. It always amazes me how eager 
they are to learn, and how unaffected they are.  Last year, 
we had a good many 11-12 year old boys who did not      
hesitate to sing, and dance and do all the crafts.  Not once 
did they complain that something was stupid or that they 
were too old to do a particular activity.   
 I hesitated when Sr. Marge (the Pastoral Associate of the 
parish) e-mailed this spring asking if I was still planning on

cluster quite so soon. As I thought and prayed about it, I 
came to the conclusion that God wanted me to continue this 
ministry too. I always come back refreshed and renewed.   
 The countryside is a paradox.  There are lovely homes 
nestled snuggly in the hills τ and right next door is a shack 
with an outhouse and no running water.  Many of the  
youngsters we meet come from these shacks.   
 When I first went to Kentucky with a group of women to

attitude.  Nothing was too big, or too difficult for us.

the Bible School.  We never know how many students we will 
have, and during the week, we seem never to have the same 
groups. It gets interesting at times, but I have also found that 
over the years,  I get more than I give from these students.  
Last year, one wrote a note to Sr. Marge, thanking us for  
allowing him to attend the last day of Bible School τ and for 
all the things we gave him.  Each year, at the end, we give 

the students school supplies. We had planned 
ahead and had a couple of extra bags made up 
for students who might show up.  It amazed me 
too, when several of the youngsters asked if they 
could take a bag for an older brother or sister

      We begin and end each day with prayer and 
will remember you all in our prayers.

     One of the classic images in a catalogue of stained glass art is that of the good Samaritan. 
Along with the prodigal son, and Jesus blessing the children, the good Samaritan is one of the 
most commonly reproduced artistic scenes. Within 125 years of the first printed English Bibles the 
term "good Samaritan" came to have the figurative sense referring to anyone who helped a 
stranger in distress. Interestingly, the biblical text never uses the word "good" to describe the Sa-
maritan. He is referred to as "neighbor" to the man who fell victim to robbers. Yet if someone 
refers to a person as a good Samaritan, we know instantly what is meant. 

 As we've all heard before, Samaritans were considered outcasts by Jews at the time of Jesus. Because they worshipped 
on Mt. Gerizim rather than in Jerusalem there were tensions between Jews and Samaritans that even escalated to violence 
that had to be quelled by the Roman occupiers. So it was a very pretty picture when the lawyer who questioned Jesus finds 
himself having to admit that it was the Samaritan who treated the robbers' victim with mercy. 
 What is our own understanding of who is our neighbor in the present day? The parable is such an enduring tale that its 
meaning has slipped into our common language. But that has happened at the expense of the story's punch line, and it is one 
that packs a real punch! Who are the outcasts or the despised in our day? What class of people have we found it difficult to 
accept? Or who might we find it easy to denigrate? The homeless? Immigrants? Muslims? Someone else? What if they were 
the Samaritan? Would we love the story as much if Jesus asked us today, "Which of these, in your opinion, was neighbor?" 
How would we answer?
