A few words about Social ministry and its role in the RHCC...

As many of you know | have been working with the Social
Ministry Committee at Good Shepherd for over 15 years. In
the early years, we were a small group who pretty much “did
everything ourselves.” We took donated items to Bethany
House and wrapped gifts for inner city children at Christmas.

Over time, the Good Shepherd Social Ministry Committee
helped to establish a “parish partnership” with St. Michael’s
parish on N. Clinton Ave. in Rochester. This was a time when
a number of suburban parishes were partnering with city
parishes. St. Joseph’s partnered with Mt. Carmel, and
Guardian Angels had a relationship with St. Peter and Paul’s
through their meal program, St. Peter’s Kitchen.

During these years, our Committee members came to a
fuller understanding of two important concepts:

1. That the role of a Social Ministry Committee is not
just to be the “worker bees” for the parish, but rather
to create opportunities for all parishioners to partici-
pate in outreach activities, and

2. That effective Social Ministry is more than service
activities — it must also include a component of advo-
cacy, speaking for those without voice or power.

Acting on these insights, we sponsored petition signing
projects in association with the Diocesan Public Policy
Committee. We provided information on pending legislation,
Catholic social teaching, the importance of voting as
conscience dictates, and international issues like hunger and
immigration. At the same time, our service projects
increased, thanks to the wonderful generosity of our
parishioners. There is no way to measure the effect that our
donations of food and gifts have had on countless families.

I'm sure that members of the Social Ministry groups at St.
Joseph’s and Guardian Angels can tell similar stories of
growth in their ministries.

People served by St. Peter’s Kitchen, House of Mercy, St.
Martin’s Place and other inner city ministries have been
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recipients of their generosity.

Angel Care Ministry continues to provide baby supplies and
equipment to a growing number of needy single mothers as
the number of requests for help continues to grow.

Now a new and exciting era has begun for us. For the past
year, representatives from the social ministry groups from
Guardian Angels, Good Shepherd and St. Joseph’s have met
regularly to share plans and projects. As we recognized how
very much we have in common, we have joined our separate
committees into one RHCC Social Ministry Committee. Our
common priorities for the coming year will focus on care of
the poor, respect for life and faithful citizenship. There will
be a number of opportunities for all of us (in all 3 worship
sites) to implement these priorities in a variety of ways.

As a committee we welcome your feedback and suggestions.
And we welcome your involvement in our combined Social
Ministry Committee at whatever level fits with the other
demands of your life. We will be meeting on the first
Monday of each month at 7 PM in the Good Shepherd
Library. Please feel free to join us when you can. Some
people may want to participate in the seasonal projects at
Thanksgiving and Christmas. Others may wish to be on an
email list to learn more about current social issues.

{ Y o written into the Book of Intercessions at church, requests made of a priest or a friend,
‘ /’ NI \ entreaties offered to God before bed, or appeals made in the midst of a crisis, we are

always looking for an answer. Sometimes we pray knowing what we want, like a child
sitting on Santa's lap with a list of Christmas toys. And many times we pray with the
expectation that God will see things our way and give us what we ask for.

In this week's Gospel, Jesus teaches his disciples about prayer. Luke's version of

~ the Lord's Prayer is a little different from Matthew's, but it is essentially the same. In
" Jesus' methodology, prayer starts with praising God (hallowed be your name) and then

asks God to do what God wants (your kingdom come). Only then does prayer move on to posing our requests for God's consid-
eration (give us each day our daily bread). And finally we ask for God's help (forgive us our sins). The Lord's Prayer became so
much a part of Christian praying that the Fathers of the Church (early Christian writers like St. Augustine, St. Gregory, and St.
Leo the Great) recommended that if a person couldn't remember any other prayer (like a psalm), he or she should just pray

the Lord's Prayer instead.

The method of prayer that Jesus lays out for his disciples includes one final aspect — one that we like to forget. Luke's
version puts it this way, "for we ourselves forgive everyone in debt to us." More commonly we say, "as we forgive those who
trespass against us." Are we ready to have God act that way toward us? Do we really want God to treat us the way we treat
others? That is the challenge, if we continue to pray the Lord's Prayer day after day.
